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EL Wire Stick Figure Costume Installation Guide
	Congratulations on the purchase of the Halloween EL Wire Stick Figure Costume Kit. This kit will transform any jumpsuit, or shirt and pants set, into the coolest Halloween costume you can imagine! You can use a hood or hat, pin the head piece into your hair, make a collar, or do whatever you wish with the EL Wire for the head. The head piece doesn’t need to be attached to use the rest of the stick figure kit. Also use this EL Wire kit for other designs. Your only limit is your imagination!
· Uses 2 AA batteries and lights up for 20+ hours.

· Solid on or fast/slow blink.

· Push connectors let you use pants and shirt.

· EL Wire can be trimmed to length. One size fits all.
· Use two kits for front and back visibility.

· Durable, flexible, and runs cold!
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General Instructions

The best and most secure installation method is to sew the EL Wire to your garments. DO NOT USE A SEWING MACHINE. Piercing the EL Wire with a needle will cause it to short out and fail. EL Wire must be hand stitched in place. You can also sew clear or mesh channels into your garments to accept the EL Wire. This method is the most time consuming, but allows you to remove the EL Wire for replacement or to wash your garments. 
An alternative to sewing is to use a Buttoneer™. This product is available online and at fabric stores, and uses small plastic loops to secure the EL Wire in place. Be sure not to puncture the EL Wire with the Buttoneer™ needles.
Use upholstery thread to attach EL Wire. Any color works, but matching your garment’s color is best. You will hardly see the thread over the El Wire. Avoid clear plastic thread. It doesn’t tie well.

Tie off the ends of your thread very well and pull stitches tight over the EL Wire and connectors for best durability. Stress between the El Wire and connectors can be damaging. Alleviate this by paying special attention to quality in these areas. Use 1/8” stitch spacing on curves and 3/8” to 1/2” spacing on straight sections. Use a garment pencil to mark the EL Wire run locations.
If you choose to trim the EL Wire to length, you will need a sharp scissor or bypass wire cutter. Cut the end of the EL Wire to length before you sew it on all the way and turn the wire on to test the cut. A bad or jagged cut will short the wire and it won’t light. If this happens, make a new clean cut just above the old cut and test again. Once you have a good clean cut, install a clear plastic cap on the end of the EL Wire.
Installation
	Step 1: Lay your garments out on a flat surface. 
Step 2: Separate the pieces of EL Wire and the power supply and lay them out on the garment approximately where you want them. Mark the garment for EL Wire position. Install batteries, plug in the pieces, and test the parts before installation. Separate the parts after testing.
Step 3: Determine where you want to place the power supply. In your pocket at the waistline or on a belt is the best place. You will want the power supply at the waistline since it connects to the EL Wire at that point. Attach the power supply so you can see how the Y connector connects to the EL Wire at the legs and torso.
Step 4: Lay out the leg sections of EL Wire (A) on your garment. Attach the EL Wire at the waistline first on the outside flap of the zipper. Attach the EL Wire well at the waistline but leave the EL Wire unattached from the waistline to below the zipper. Attach the EL Wire along the front of the legs. Either loop the EL Wire at the bottom of the legs and sew to the ends, or you can trim the EL Wire to length as per the General Instructions. Test the EL Wire.
Step 5: Lay out the torso and arm sections (B) of EL Wire on the garment. Make sure the bottom connector of the torso section has enough slack to reach the Y connector on the power supply. Mark the garment for the connector so you know where to start. Ladies and Men’s garments typically open in different directions. Lay the torso/arm piece of EL Wire on the outside of the closure flap, and use the separate arm piece (C) for the other arm. This will allow you to disconnect the arm connector to put the garment on. Mark the garment and sew the EL Wire into place. Either loop the EL Wire at the ends of the sleeves and sew to the ends, or you can trim the EL Wire to length as per the General Instructions. Test the EL Wire.
Step 6: Create a headpiece (C). This part is freestyle work. You can use the EL Wire for the headpiece to sew to a collar, pin the wire into your hair or a wig, attach it to a hat, or sew a hood and make a custom face. Use your imagination! 

Step 7: Go out and have fun! Be safe, and watch for traffic when wearing all black, even with EL Wire lighting on.
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
